Rock Step. Triple Step. (Lady: 1/2 Triple) Walk. Walk. Triple Step.(Lady: % Turn Behind Gent To His L eft Side.)
Gent: Rock fwd on Right, recover on Left, Triple step in place RLR.
Lady: Rock fwd on Left, recover on Right,. %2 Turn Left on atriple step LRL to RLOD (Don’t let go of hands.)
Gent: Walk fwd small steps on Left, Right. Triple step in place LRL.
Lady: Y2 Turn Right,, moving behind Gent to his Left hand side on a Right, Left, triple step RLR.
(Don't let go of hands. Taking both hands over Gents head, crossed hands Right on top. Both: facing LOD.)

(Gent: Behind. Side. Shuffle.) (Lady: Full Turn. Shuffle.) Walk. Walk. Shuffle.
Gent: Right behind Left, step to the side on Left, Right shuffle fwd.
Lady: Full turn right across the front of gent to his right side, on a Left, Right, Left Shuffle fwd.
(Keep left hand down, takeright hand over ladies head, into Right side by side (Sweetheart position. Facing LOD.)
Gent: Walk fwd on Left, Right. Left shuffle fwd.
Lady: Walk fwd on Right, Left. Right shuffle fwd.

Rock. Step. ¥ Turn. Triple Step.(Gent: 1/4 Turn. Step. Together. Shuffle) (Lady: Walk. ¥ Turn. Shuffle.)
Gent: Rock fwd on Right, recover on Left. % Turn right on atriple step RLR to face partner.
Lady: Rock fwd on Left, recover on Right. ¥ Turn left on atriple step LRL to face partner.
(Don't let go of hands. Right hand over ladies head into crossed hands. Right on top.)
Gent: Yaturn Right on Left, step Right next to Left. Left shuffle fwd.
Lady: Step fwd on Right, ¥ turn Left on Left, Right shuffle fwd. (Both facing RLOD.)
(Don't let go of hands. Lady behind Gent to hisright side, both hands over Gentshead , crossed hands, L eft on top.)

Rock. Step. Triple% Turn. Walk. Walk. Shuffle.
Gent :Rock fwd on Right, recover on Left. ¥ turn Right on atriple step RLR.
Lady: Rock fwd on Left, recover on Right %2 Turn Left onatriplestep LRL.
(Left hand over ladies head into side by side (Sweetheart position to LOD.)
Gent: Walk fwd on Left, Right. Left shuffle fwd.
Lady: Walk fwd on Right, Left. Right shuffle fwd.

Y Turn. Weave. (Gent: ¥ Turn. Walk. Walk. Triple Step.) (Lady: 3/4 Turn. Walk. Walk. Triple Step.)
Gent: Yaturn Left. to face partner on Right, Step Left behind Right, Right to Right side. Left over Right.
Lady: ¥aturn Right to face partner on Left. Step Right behind Left, Left to Left side, Right over Left.
(Left hand over ladies head, crossed hands, left on top.)
Gent: ¥ turn right on Right. Walk Fwd on Left. Triplestep in place RLR (Facing LOD.)
Lady: ¥aturn left to face Gent on Left, Right. Triple step in place LRL. (Facing RLOD.)
(Don't let go of hands. Both hands over ladies head, |eft hand down, right hand raised into rose arch position.)

(Gent: Walk. Walk. Triple Step.) (Lady: 1.1/4 Turn On a Walk. Walk. Triple Step.) Rock Step. Coaster Step.
Gent: Walk fwd on Left. Right, triple in place LRL.
Lady: % Turn Right on Right. Left. Continue turning Right on a%2turn triple step. RLR.
(Release left handstaking right hand over ladies head. Into side by side (sweetheart position to LOD.)
Gent: Rock fwd on Right, recover on Left, step back on Right, together on Left. Step fwd on Right.
Lady: Rock fwd on Left, recover on Right, step back on Left, together on Right, Step fwd on Left.

Y4Turn. Weave. (Gent: 1/4 turn. Walk. Walk. Triple Step.) ( Lady: 1.V Turn. Walk. Walk. Triple Step.)

Gent: Y turn Right on Left to face partner, step Right behind Left, step Left to Left side, Right over Left.
Lady: ¥aturn Left on Right to face partner, step Left behind Right, step Right to Right side, Left over Right.
(Right hand over ladies head into crossed handsright on top.)
Gent: ¥ Turn Left on Left. Fwd on Right. Triplestep LRL. to LOD.
Lady: % Turn Right on Right. Left. Continue turning Right on a%2turn triple step RLR to L OD.
(Don’t let go of hands. Both hands over ladies head into crossed hands, left on top.)

Rock Step. Shuffle Back. Rock Step. Shuffle Forward.
Gent: Rock fwd on Right, recover on Left, Right shuffle back.
Lady: Rock fwd on Left. Recover on Right, Left shuffle back.
Gent: Rock back on Left, fwd on Right, Left shuffle fwd.
Lady: Rock back on Right, fwd on Left, Right shuffle fwd
